Emergency 911 - When an emergency occurs on campus, the most
important thing to remember is to call 911 first. Frequently, in an
emergency, people on campus will call the nurse first to evaluate
the situation, however this is not always the best option. When this
occurs, if the person is unconscious, or severely ill or injured, by
not calling 911 first, precious, life-saving time will be delayed.
Upon arrival to the scene, the Student Health Center Nurse will
assess the patient, and unfortunately, if the reporting person has not
called 911 yet, the Nurse or Police Officer on duty will have to
make the emergency call. It then takes time for 911 to respond and
arrive at the scene. The most important thing to do when you see an
emergency is to call 911 FIRST, then call the Student Health
Center. If it is a false alarm, the emergency personnel will just
assess the situation, and depart, but if it is not, they can transport
the person to the ER and administer lifesaving services. The
Student Life Center has limited life-saving equipment; and is not
considered a first responder. So when in doubt, call 911 first, then
call the Student Health Center to assist until the first responders
arrive on the scene.
