" Students will be required to either get vaccinated, get tested, or take online
classes and use online student services exclusively.

e Students who are already fully vaccinated with both shots of either Pfizer or
Moderna or the one shot of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine will upload a
photo of their vaccination record to Canvas.

e If you are not yet vaccinated, but wish to be before Oct. 15, you have options.
You can find free vaccination clinics in the community. See the schedule. Also,
most pharmacies and supermarkets now offer walk-in vaccinations.

¢ If you prefer not to get vaccinated, you must undergo COVID testing twice a
week, and upload a negative result for each test to be allowed on campus. The
college will offer free testing 5 days a week (M-F), including some evening
hours. The PCR test is a non-invasive saliva test that requires you to spitin a
cup.

e Employees and volunteers will also be required to be fully vaccinated by
October 15th or submit negative COVID test results before coming to campus.
