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The Dean of Admissions and Records shall assure that
student records are maintained in compliance with
applicable federal and state laws relating to the privacy of
student records.

Any currently enrolled or former student of the District has
a right of access to any and all student records relating to
him or her maintained by the College.

Solano Community College shall not release the contents of
a student record to any member of the public without the
prior written consent of the student other than directory
information as defined in SCC Board Policy 5160 and
information sought pursuant to a court order or lawfully
issued subpoena, or otherwise authorized by applicable
federal and state laws.

Students shall be notified of their rights with respect to
student records, including the definition of directory
information, and that they may limit the information.
