AGREEMENT FOR EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

This agreement is entered into by and between SOLANO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT,
hereinafter referred to as “District” and MACRO PLASTICS INCORPORATED, 2250
HUNTINGTON DRIVE, FAIRFIELD, CA 94533, hereinafter referred to as “Macro Plastics.”

WHEREAS, Macro Plastics desires to engage the District to render special educational services,
THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

A. The District will provide Introduction to Electricity and Electronics training for up to four (4)
employees.

B. The District will develop, coordinate, deliver, and evaluate the training. The employees will
aitend forty-eight (48) hours of training/instruction. Training will take place from 8:00-12:00
AM.,, Fridays, dates to be determined. Training will be delivered at Solano Community College
and at Macro Plastics. All successful completers will receive Certificates of Completion.
Additional training can be scheduled as needed with an addendum to this contract,

C. Macro Plastics will identify all employees who will participate in training.

D. Macro Plastics will compensate the District for all services rendered and expenses at a rate of
seven thousand five hundred dollars and no cents ($7,500.00.) The cost is inclusive for all
instruction and teaching/ training materials.

E. Payments by Macro Plastics Corporation to the District will be due upon receipt of invoice. An
invoice will be generated when the training is 50% completed.

F. IT IS MUTUALLY UNDERSTOOD that Macro Plastics and the District shall secure and
maintain in full force and effect during the full tenm of this Agreement, liability insurance in the
amounts and written by carriers satisfactory to Macro Plastics and the District respectively.

G. The District will indemnify, and hold harmless, in any actions of law or equity, Macro Plastics, its
officers, employees, agents and elective and appointive boards from all claims, losses, damage,
including property damages, personal injury, including death, and liability of every kind, nature
and description, directly or indirectly arising from the operations of the District under this
Agreement or of any persons directly or indirectly employed by, or acting as agent for the District,
but not including sole negligence or willful misconduct of Macro Plastics. This indemnification
shall extend to claims, losses, damages, injury and Hability for injuries occurring after completion
of the services rendered pursuant to this Agreement, as well as during the process of rendering
such services. Acceptance of insurance certificates required under this Agreement does not relieve
the District from liability under this indemnification and hold harmless clause, This
indermification and hold harmless clause shall apply to all damages and claims for damages of
every kind suffered, by reason of any of the District’s operations under this Agreement regardless
of whether or not such insurance policies shall have been determined to be applicable to any of
such damages or claims for damages.

Magcro Plastics will indemnify, and hold harmless in any actions of law or equity, the District, its
officers, employees, agents and elective and appointive boards from all claims, losses, damage,
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including property damages, personal injury, including death, and liability of every kind, nature
and description, directly or indirectly arising from the operations of Macro Plastics under this
Agreement or of any persons directly or indirectly employed by, or acting as agent for Macro
Plastics, but not including the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the District. This
indemnification shall extend to claims losses, damages, injury and liability for injuries occurring
after completion of the services rendered pursuant to this Agreement, as well as during the process
of rendering such services. Acceptance of insurance certificates required under this Agreement
does not relieve Macro Plastics from liability under this indemnification and hold harmless clause.
This indemnification and hold harmless clause shall apply to all damages and claims for damages
of every kind suffered, by reason of any of Macro Plastics operations under this Agreement
regardless of whether or not such insurance policies shall have been determined to be applicable to
any of such damages or claims for damages.

H. Macro Plastics agrees that it will not discriminate in the selection of any student to receive
instruction pursuant to the Agreement because of sex, sexual preference, race, color, religious
creed, national origin, marital status, veteran status, medical condition, age (over 40), pregnancy,
disability, and political affiliation. In the event of Macro Plastics’ non-compliance with this
section, the Agreement may be canceled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part by the

County Health and Social Services Department to provide student health services for the period
of July 1, 2009 — June 30, 2010. The maximum contract cost to Solano Community College is
$189,189. This amount reflects a 2.8 percent increase compared to the 2008-2009 contract. The
increase is due primarily to nursing personnel and medical supply costs.

The complete contract in its entirety is
available in the Office of the Director of Student Development, Room 1426, Solano Community
College.
