7.1 Fall 24 Submissions – Due to the greater involvement of the Deans, there was an uptick in submissions. We are still not at 100% compliance in terms of faculty, but we are getting closer to 100% in terms of all courses being assessed. This is still an issue that needs to be resolved in terms of faculty compliance. The PT submissions increased from roughly 20 prior to Dean’s intervention to roughly 54 afterward. But as positive-sounding as this is, this is still about ¼ of the total PT faculty.
7.2 DEIA data – Data was available to anyone who asked. What became apparent, is that there was not a best practices approach to how to use it, and therefore faculty took a myriad of approaches. The committee needs to address this in Fall 25.
7.3 Discuss possible punitive actions for not submitting SLOs – This is ultimately the purview of the FA and as long as they do not address such actions in the contract, there will be a stand-still.
7.4 March Flex – This went well. VP Williams made the session mandatory and there was a far greater turnout then ever before. We had roughly 100 faculty in the Zoom session. Again, not to sound overly negative, but this is still far under the total number of faculty. The question is how to engage everyone?
